Note from Ken Lloyd. | would like to congratulate our very
own members and those from other Clubs in a very good job

today (270 October) at the Gold Coast Seaway. Scott
Andrews, Col and Sue Neil and Laurie O'Toole performed a
rescue of several boaties off the northern wall of the Seaway
early this morning. Two boats and the crew were in serious
trouble when Scott and Laurie responded to a frantic wave
for help whilst they were patrolling this morning on the dawn
patrol. Scott took a jet ski over to the northern side of the
Seaway and found two boats upside down and crew on the
rocks. He accounted for all crew and notified all patrol
members and the extraction was implemented using
Emergency Services and Lifesaver 5. | was grabbed by the
surgeons and nursing staff as this was broadcast live on the
Today Show, where | saw Scott and Col on the rocks
assisting the injured until our rescue helicopter and
emergency services personnel arrived. To those involved,
awesome job. This is exactly why we are in the red and
yellow and | personally was extremely proud to stand there
with my workmates who also could not say enough about
Lifesavers. | hope all club members take the opportunity to
congratulate all the members involved and appreciate the
experience that we have in this Club.
